IT 1S MY BELIEF THAT NAIL WAS POSSIBLY A REFERENCE FOR
FREEZWAY CONSTRUCTION WHICH WAS DONE SEVERAL YEARS
BEFIRE THAT. 1IN 1978 DAVE KRUMBEIN SET A BRASS CAP
AT THE N 1/16 SEC. 15—16 USING THAT P. K. NAIL. THAT
BRASS CAP LIES ABOUT 26 FEET NORTH OF A FENCE LINE
AND APPARENT PROPERTY LINE IN SECTION 15 WHICH IS
SUP'POSE TO BE THE 1/16 LINE.

AS YOU CAN SEE ON THIS MAP, THE PROPORTIONAL
DISTANCES OF THESE CORNERS WOULD FIT THE ORIGINAL
